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Sowers Action Youth Ambassador Program
2014-2015

The Sowers Action Youth Ambassador Program, in its eighth year,
has recruited 144 Youth Ambassadors from 26 schools. This year,
the Organizing Committee adopted a new theme of “respect” in
the series of activities such as Event Planning Workshop, Talks and
Training Camp. Through a series of activities, the Sowers Action
Youth Ambassadors (SAYA) have been equipped with the skills of
activity planning, communication, cooperation and contingency
plan, etc. They were then required to organize an activity in their
own school by utilizing the skills learnt to help promoting Sowers
Action’s mission. Apart from activity organization skill, the Program
also emphasizes on showing respect to one another throughout
the program.
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After finishing the training program, 35 SAYAs will be selected
to join a cultural exchange trip to rural China. In the past seven
years, we have left our footprints on Guizhou, Gansu, Yunnan
and Hunan province, and selected Leibo County in Sichuan
Province this year. Aiming at understanding the local living and
educational culture, participants resided in a local high school
and a village to experience the kind of life in rural China. One of
the highlights of this trip is our one-to-one pairing between the
SAYAs and local high school students. They live and participate
all the activities together during the seven-day trip, often
resulting in a huge cultural shock, and at the same time, the
needs to respect each other. We believe the development of
volunteer work needs practice after understanding. Through
the culture exchange trip, we hope this important experience
will become driving force for the participants to share the spirit
of “people oriented” and “help enhance self-reliance”.
