Youth Exchange
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With the support of the Home and Youth Affairs Bureau and the Youth Development Commission,
we organized student exchange tours to Shanghai and Nepal. By engaging in different visits and

services activities, students were able to experience the development of different regions in Chinese
Mainland and abroad, broadening their horizons.

The Shanghai tour was held in August of 2024, with 29 students from different colleges participating
a 6-day program. They explored international enterprises, technology corporations, museums, and
connected with secondary school students, and also visited and served seriously ill children.
